About the DePue Brothers: Each DePue Brother is a classical virtuoso violinist in his own right, bringing rich and diverse talent to the overall sound. As a family they have been making music together for over 25 years. Alex DePue won his first major violin competition at age ten, and at fourteen won a competition that entitled him to perform at Carnegie Hall as concertmaster for the National Guild Youth Symphony Orchestra. He has a background in both classical violin and fiddling but also plays viola, mandolin, guitar, double bass, percussion and piano. The band’s lead vocalist Wallace DePue received his Doctorate of Musical Arts degree in Violin Performance from The University of Texas at Austin and is presently assistant concertmaster of The Philadelphia Pops. Jason DePue is currently a member of the First Violin Section of the Philadelphia Orchestra and is the founder of the Guarneri Quartet Room in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania. The DePue Brothers Band’s latest full-length album, Weapons of Grass Destruction, was released in 2009.
Joining the DePue Brothers: Mark Cosgrove’s distinctive, creative flatpicking guitar sound is known and respected on both sides of the Atlantic, through both his own recordings and as a sideman and session player for Jerry Douglas and others. Don Liuzzi, drums and vocals, is the principal timpanist of The Philadelphia Orchestra. He teaches at the Curtis Institute and has a solo percussion/chamber music CD release on Equilibrium Records. Mike Munford’s banjo style is a true blend of traditional and contemporary, in the Trischka/Fleck model, but with a style and fluidity all his own. He has been performing professionally for 35 years. Kevin MacConnell, bass, has performed with jazz greats Mel Torme, Nancy Wilson, Billy Eckstine, and Joe Williams, as well as a wide variety of other international performers such as Natalie Cole, Diahann Caroll, Merv Griffin, and opera diva Denyce Graves. No stranger to the classical scene, Kevin also performs with the Philadelphia Orchestra and many classical ensembles.
