AWARD WINNING GAELIC SENSATION JULIE FOWLIS AND HER ENSEMBLE PERFORM MUSIC OF THE SCOTTISH ISLES, 8:00 PM, NOVEMBER 11 AT DIANA WORTHAM THEATRE AT PACK PLACE 

Remarkable Gaelic sensation Julie Fowlis plays the final concert of her Music of the Scottish Isles U.S. tour at the Diana Wortham Theatre at Pack Place in downtown Asheville on Friday, November 11, 2011 at 8:00 p.m.  The theatre delights in landing a spot on Fowlis’ first-class ensemble’s limited tour of the United States – made especially appropriate since she plays instruments made by The Abell Flute Company of Asheville. Named BBC Radio 2’s Folk Singer of the Year in 2008, The Daily Telegraph’s prediction that “Julie Fowlis could be the first Scottish Gaelic crossover star in the making,” is increasingly prescient.
Julie Fowlis is no stranger to awards and distinctions, winning Gaelic Singer of the Year and Album of the Year at the 2007 Scots Trad Music Awards and nominated for the third year in a row as BBC Radio 2’s Folk Singer of the Year, being the first ever Scottish Gaelic singer to win this prestigious award in 2008. She is most proud, however, of her award as Scotland’s Gaelic Ambassador- Tosgaire na Gàidhlig, bestowed by the Scottish Parliament in 2008, the first person to ever receive this honor. She has released six critically acclaimed recordings for the Shoeshine, Machair, and Macmeanmna labels, and has been a guest artist on numerous others.
Since the release of her award-winning album, Cuilidh in 2007, Julie has developed her own sound with a first-class touring group including her husband Éamon Doorley, Dublin’s Tony Byrne, and Highlander Duncan Chisholm. This formidable line-up has become synonymous with emotive, expressive and high-energy live shows. Julie has graced the stage at notable venues around the world including the Barbican, the Queen Elizabeth Hall, the Mozart Concert Hall, Edinburgh Castle, and the Glasgow and Dublin Concert Halls. In addition to having one of the busiest touring schedules in Scotland, Julie recently entered into the world of broadcasting. She hosts Fowlis and Folk on the BBC Radio Scotland and can be seen on television on Scotland’s new Gaelic digital channel, BBC ALBA. 

Julie still finds time for collaborations with other musicians and has recently worked with artists as diverse as Bill Whelan, John McCusker, Eddi Reader, Danú, and Salsa Celtica. As part of the internationally acclaimed Transatlantic Sessions 4 series on the BBC, she has been honored to sing with James Taylor, Martha Wainwright, Stuart Duncan, Ronan Browne, Allan MacDonald, and Liam O’Maonlai (Hothouse Flowers), among others. In the last year Julie has worked on two acclaimed recordings – the Dual project – an exploration of musical connections between Gaelic Scotland and Ireland with her husband Éamon Doorley, Irish songstress Muireann Nic Amhlaoibh and Lochaber's Ross Martin; and Under One Sky, John McCusker's ambitious crossover project featuring the likes of John Tams, Iain MacDonald, Graham Coxon (Blur) and Norman Blake (Teenage Fanclub). A passionate torchbearer for the culture of her native Western Isles, Julie uses her quiet determination to celebrate the music of the Outer Hebrides and Highlands of Scotland, ensuring that Scots Gaelic music is reaching a wider audience than ever before.
