Diana Wortham Theatre announces that Golden Globe Award winner Jill Eikenberry and multiple Emmy and Golden Globe nominated actor Michael Tucker headline the program Selected Shorts: Lots of Laughs, with host Isaiah Sheffer, at 8:00 p.m. Saturday, January 28, 2012 at Diana Wortham Theatre at Pack Place in downtown Asheville. Eikenberry and Tucker are best known for their roles in the popular NBC legal drama “L.A. Law” (1986-1994).  In addition to their working relationship and the special rapport they’ve developed after several years of working together on stage and television, Eikenberry and Tucker have also been married for almost 40 years. Together with famed Selected Shorts host Isaiah Sheffer, they bring short works of humorous literature to life in a unique night of performance in the intimate Diana Wortham Theatre. 

Selected Shorts: Lots of Laughs includes readings of: “Jamaica” by David Schickler; “Adults Alone” by A.M. Homes; and “Fatso” by Etgar Keret. Eikenberry and Tucker perform this trio of hilarious and provocative tales about three modern couples in unexpected predicaments, behaving rather badly. Some stories contain adult themes and content; Child tickets are not available for this performance.

A weekly public radio show broadcast on over 130 stations – including Asheville’s WCQS – Selected Shorts with host Isaiah Sheffer has been delighting listeners for years with short stories by established and emerging writers, brought to life on stage as they are performed by stars of the stage and screen. Isaiah Sheffer is the founding artistic director of Symphony Space as well as host and director of Selected Shorts live at Symphony Space, on tour and on public radio nationwide. The radio show is recorded live at the Peter Sharp Theatre at Symphony Space in New York City and is one of the nation’s premiere reading series. The Selected Shorts podcast consistently ranks as one of the most popular podcasts on iTunes. Selected Shorts is produced by Symphony Space and WNYC Radio and distributed by Public Radio International.
Jill Eikenberry and Michael Tucker have enjoyed a highly productive personal as well as professional partnership. Since their marriage in 1973 Eikenberry and Tucker have established a long list of theater, film and television credits both together and individually. They are best known for their roles on NBC’s hit legal drama, “L.A. Law” – Eikenberry earned a Golden Globe Award and five Emmy nominations for her role as Ann Kelsey; and Tucker starred as Stuart Markowitz, which earned him three Emmy nominations and two Golden Globe nominations.

Jill Eikenberry starred in Broadway productions of Moonchildren, Watch on the Rhine, Summer Brave, Onward Victoria, and All Over Town, and won an Obie Award for her Off Broadway performances in Lemon Sky and Life Under Water. A breast cancer survivor herself, she received the Humanitas Prize for Destined to Live, a breast cancer documentary she co-produced and hosted on NBC. She most recently appeared in the film Something Borrowed and on the television show “Body of Proof.”

Michael Tucker’s film credits include Woody Allen’s Radio Days and The Purple Rose of Cairo, and Barry Levinson’s Diner and Tin Men. He most recently appeared Off Broadway in Enter Laughing – The Musical and Based on a Totally True Story. Tucker is the author of two books: I Never Forget a Meal: An Indulgent Reminiscence; and Living in a Foreign Language, which chronicles he and Eikenberry’s newest chapter as homeowners in the Italian countryside.
