INCREDIBLE SINGER-SONGWRITERS SUSAN WERNER AND DAVID WILCOX COMBINE FOLK FORCES FOR JOINT SHOW JANUARY 21 AT DIANA WORTHAM THEATRE AT PACK PLACE 

Folk scene fixtures Susan Werner and Asheville’s own David Wilcox enchant Asheville with their January 21 Mainstage Music Series performance at the Diana Wortham Theatre at Pack Place. These incredible singer-songwriters share a lively musical conversation from stage, playfully returning each other’s serves with their respective takes on life. Her philosophical stance is wry, his more sweet. Together they cover the gamut in a wonderful evening of top songwriting and guitar magic.

Susan Werner plays songs that slide easily between folk, jazz and pop all delivered with a dose of sassy wit and classic Midwestern charm. Called the “empress of the unexpected” by National Public Radio, Warner was raised in rural Iowa but began her professional music career in Philadelphia, after studying classical voice at Temple University. Inspired by a Nanci Griffith concert, Werner left behind her opera training and began performing as a singer-songwriter at coffeehouses throughout the Northeast. A brilliant lyricist, Werner self-released her first album Midwestern Saturday Night in 1992 and then went on to put out Live at Tin Angel the following year. Her breakout album, BMG/Private Music's Last of the Good Straight Girls, was released in 1995. Werner turns another corner in her multifaceted musical career with her vibrant new album, Kicking the Beehive, an 11-song collection of provocative, poignant, lyrical originals, infused with the rustic roots of American folk, blues and country music. 

David Wilcox’s songwriting skills, insightful lyrics and deft musicianship have built him a legion of fans and contributed to more than a dozen CDs that have emerged since he hit the performing circuit in the early '80s. Cleveland-born, Wilcox was inspired to play guitar after watching a fellow student play in a stairwell at Antioch College in Ohio. After transferring to Warren Wilson College in 1981, Wilcox began taking music seriously and kicked-off his performing career, developing his own playing style in the process; he took four formal lessons with a classical guitarist but developed most of his playing technique on his own. Inspired by Joni Mitchell to play in a variety of tunings, he designed a capo that produces an unusual sound by leaving one or more strings unaltered. A resident of Asheville, Wilcox has become one of the most in-demand folk artists in the country. His latest album Reverie, released in 2010, perfectly describes the soulful, powerful art that he shares with his audience.
